Dette er status for endringene av tidligere IHS:

Ansatte fordelt pa Institutt X og Y

De ansatte er na fordelt (innplassert) pa to nye institutter som er opprettet og som forelgpig
har fatt arbeidsnavn Institutt X og Institutt Y. En navneliste som viser fordelingen finner dere
her. Hvert institutt far sin egen administrasjon, med fem stillinger ved X og tre stillinger ved
Y.

Som midlertidige instituttledere har rektor utpekt Erik Opsahl for X og Hans Otto Frgland for
Y. De skal lede enhetene fra nd og til det er tilsatt instituttledere i aremalsstillinger.
Stillingene blir lyst ut tidlig i 2020 og de som blir tilsatt skal lede instituttene til 31. juli 2025.

Ansatte ved Institutt X vil bli sittende der IHS hadde tilhold, mens Institutt Y flytter inn i Bygg
1, Niva 5 pa Dragvoll.

Plassering av studieprogram og emner

Rektor har vedtatt at ledelsen av arsstudiet, bachelor- og masterprogrammet i historie, samt
lektorutdanningen i historie skal legges til fakultetsnivaet. Her blir det av hensyn til
arbeidsmiljget tilsatt to studieprogramledere som ikke har vaert en del av
arbeidsmiljgkonflikten. Professor Bjgrn K. Myskja ved Institutt for filosofi og
religionsvitenskap blir programleder for historieprogrammet og professor John Brumo ved
Institutt for sprak og litteratur skal lede lektorprogrammet.

Dear students

The efforts to divide the former Department of Historical Studies to create a better work
environment have progressed many steps further since you received the previous
information letter from me at the beginning of November. We hope that the reorganization
has not been especially noticeable in your everyday student life and that the final stage of
the autumn semester has proceeded as normal.

This is the status of the changes to the former IHS:

Staff assigned to Department Xand Y

The staff have now been assigned to two new departments that have been created and
given the working names of Department X and Department Y at this stage. A list of names
showing the assignment of staff is available here. Each department will get its own
administration, with five positions at X and three positions at Y respectively.

As interim Heads of Departments, the Rector has designated Erik Opsahl for X and Hans
Otto Frgland for Y. They will head the units from now until Heads of Departments have been
appointed in fixed-term posts. The positions will be advertised early in 2020 and those who
are appointed will head the departments until 31 July 2025.

Employees at Department X will be located in the premises previously used by IHS, while
Department Y will move into Building 1, Level 5 at Dragvoll.

Placement of study programmes and courses
The Rector has decided that the management of the one-year programmes, the bachelor’s
and master’s programmes in history, and the integrated master’s programme in teacher
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education in history will be assigned to the Faculty level. In the interests of the work
environment, two study programme coordinators who have not been involved in the work
environment conflict will be appointed. Professor Bjgrn K. Myskja at the Department of
Philosophy and Religious Studies will be the programme coordinator for the history
programme and Professor John Brumo at the Department of Language and Literature will
head the integrated master’s programme in teacher education.

Responsibility for compulsory basic courses (courses with a HIST1000 code), bachelor’s
theses, specialization projects in integrated master’s programmes in teacher education in
history as well as the common theory and method courses for the master’s programme in
history will be assigned to Department X. The three elective courses HIST2008 Economic
History, HIST3295 International Economic Contemporary History, and HIST3400 The Global
Political Economy of Natural Resources, 1870-2000, will be assigned to Department Y.

In practice, these changes should not have any impact on your day-to-day studies. Teaching
and exams will continue as normal in the spring semester of 2020.

Decision on department names in February

You may be wondering why the departments are being called X and Y and have not been
given real names. The reason is that we want a thorough discussion among both staff and
students before the names are decided. The decision will be made by the Board of NTNU on
13 February 2020.

Because no decision on the names has been made yet, no changes to the IT systems will be
made at this stage either. When you start the semester after Christmas, you will still find
Innsida, the external web, and other websites as they have been under the Department of
Historical Studies.

Back at HF

One change that has taken place, however, is that the academic groups in history that were
managed directly by the Rector for a period have now been transferred back to the Faculty
of Humanities (HF). This took place formally on today, Tuesday 17 December. The Faculty
will come back to you with further information about the reorganization in the New Year.
